HOLY WEEK AND THE PASCHAL TRIDUUM
Sunday, April 13th - Sunday, April 20th

“The days of Jesus’ life-giving death and glorious res-
urrection are approaching, the hour he triumphed over
Satan’s pride, the time we celebrate the great event of
our redemption” (Preface of the Lord’s Passion I, Ro-
man Missal).

Thus the Church begins the one week of the year that
we formally designate as “Holy.” Simple rituals can link
the domestic church to parish church and Church uni-
versal.

Enthrone Sunday’s palms where you pray, be-
hind the family crucifix, even as part of front door deco-
rations: “Christ reigns here,” they proclaim; “all are
welcome!”

During the first three days of Holy Week, ready
Easter clothes, prepare festal foods, clean the house,
beautify the yard.

Late Holy Thursday afternoon, share Lent'’s final meal
before the Lord’s Supper Mass. Pitcher, bowl, and tow-
el make a fitting centerpiece; perhaps conclude the
meal by washing each other’s feet.

On Good Friday, observe the paschal fast from food—

This Weekends Reflection:

THE ATTITUDE OF CHRIST JESUS

The Lenten cycle brings us to this “mixed” Sun-
day of palm branches and painful suffering. Our litur-
gy opens by recalling Jesus’ triumphant entry along
the main road into Jerusalem, then moves quickly to
the back streets of betrayal and humiliation, the court-
yards of torture and abandonment, the hill of execu-
tion.

Isaiah’s strange and gripping “Song of the Servant
of God” was to become the song of Jesus. It is the
song of one who strides forward consistently in the
face of criticism, even scorn: “I have not rebelled,
have not turned back.” It is to become our song, as
faithful followers of Jesus Christ.

How are we to react when we hear the account
of the passion and death of the Lord? Paul tells us
that our attitude must be Christ’s, who “emptied him-
self, taking the form of a slave.” We pray that we may
absorb the attitude of Christ, and face life squarely in
its triumph and its pain. Think about it!
